Resolution No. 05-12-2026-09 

A RESOLUTION OF THE IBERIA PARISH RECREATION AND PLAYGROUND COMMISION REGARDING THE PUBLIC USE OF INFLATABLE AMUSEMENT DEVICES ON PARK GROUNDS 
WHEREAS, the Iberia Parish Recreation and Playground Commission (“Agency”) owns, operates, and maintains public parks and recreation facilities for the use and enjoyment of the community; and
WHEREAS, inflatable amusement devices, including but not limited to bounce houses, dry slides and water slides, may present heightened safety risks and operational impacts when used on park grounds; and
WHEREAS, the use of water inflatables may create additional hazards and impacts, including slip-and-fall conditions, standing water and drainage concerns, turf damage, water access limitations and the potential for electrical hazards in proximity to water: and
WHEREAS, the Agency desires to establish clear rules for the public use of inflatables on park grounds, including permit requirements, safety standards, insurance requirements for vendors and enforcement provisions; and
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the IBERIA PARISH RECREATION AND PLAYGROUND COMMISSION as follows:

Definitions.  For purposes of this Resolution:

“Inflatable” means any inflatable amusement device placed on park grounds for recreational use, including bounce houses, dry slides and similar devices.

“Water inflatable” means an inflatable that uses a water supply, spray feature, hose connection, misting component or incorporates a water landing/pool, including inflatable water slides or water slides. 
“Non-water inflatable” means an inflatable that does not use water, including bounce houses and dry slides.

Prohibition of water inflatables.  Water inflatables are prohibited on all park grounds and at all Agency parks and recreation facilities, unless specifically authorized by the Agency in writing for an Agency-sponsored event.

Permit required for non-water inflatables.  Non-water inflatables may be used on park grounds only with an approved permit/reservation issued by the Agency, subject to all conditions established by this Resolution and any administrative rules adopted pursuant to it.
Minimum standards for permitted non-water inflatables.  As conditions of approval, the permittee and any vendor/operator shall comply with, at minimum, the following:

Location and setbacks.  Placement must maintain safe clearance from playgrounds, sports fields in use, trees, irrigation equipment, walkways/roads/parking areas, and all overhead utilities.

Anchoring and wind.  Equipment must be anchored/staked or weighted in accordance with the manufacturer's specifications.  Use shall be suspended and the inflatable deflated when wind conditions exceed manufacturer's limits or when directed by Agency staff for safety.

Supervision and capacity.  Adult supervision is required.  User capacity limits and all manufacturer rules must be followed.

Condition and labeling.  The inflatable must be clean, sanitary, and in good repair, with manufacturer identification and operating instructions present.  Modified or damaged equipment is not allowed.

Power and cords.  Electrical use must be safe and code-compliant; cords shall be managed to prevent trip hazards; GFCI protection shll be used where applicable.

Hours and access.  Setup/operation/teardown times must comply with permit conditions.  Inflatables may not block public access routes, emergency access, or required clear paths.

Insurance and responsibility requirements.  All inflatables including permittee owned, and/or inflatables that are rented, delivered, installed, operated or removed by a commercial provider, the following shall apply as conditions of permit approval:

Insurance:  The permittee/vendor shall provide a current Certificate of Insurance in a form acceptable to the Agency in the amounts determined by the Agency’s risk management requirements.
Additional insured.  The certificate shall name the Agency, the Parish and entities involved, including their officials, officers, employees and volunteers and Additional Insureds as required by the Agency.

Indemnification.  The permittee and/or vendor shall execute any hold harmless and indemnification agreements required by the Agency.

Set up and takedown.  The permittee or the vendor is responsible for proper delivery, installation, anchoring, operation guidance and removal consistent with manufacturer specification and permit conditions.

Enforcement.  Violations may result in citations, denial of future permits, and cost recovery for damages as allowed by lw and Agency policy.  Unpermitted inflatables subject to fines, removal and shutdown.
Administration.  The Iberia Parish Recreation Director (or designee) is authorized to develop and implement administrative rules, permit conditions, application forms, and fee/deposit schedules consistent with this Resolution.

Severability.  If any provision of this Resolution is held in valid, the remaining provisions shall continue in full force and effect.

Effective date.  This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon adoption.
